addressed.”

The official swearing-in ceremony for tribal elected officials takes place immediately following the
confirmation of the election results by the Three Affiliated Tribes Election Board. The swearing-in
was held in the Tribal Council Chambers on Wednesday, November 9, 2016.

Monica Mayer, M.D., officially took the oath for office as the North Segment Tribal Council
Representative. Councilwoman Mayer was sworn in by her biggest supporter - her Mom Avis Mayer.
Councilwoman Mayer expressed she campaigned on (4) main pillars — Health, Tribal Elders &
Culture, Education, and Law Enforcement. “l want to ensure our North Segment people that | will
remain committed to my campaign, and most importantly the safety and survival of our tribal people.”
